Dear Members and Friends of Christ Church,  

 

For centuries the Lutheran Church has given special meaning to the 31st of October.  

While many around us observe this date as Halloween, a day for pranks and sweets, we 

have looked in a different direction.  For it was on ñAll Hallows Eve,ò the day before 

the celebration of All Saints Day, that a Roman Catholic Monk, Martin Luther posted 

95 theses or ideas to bring to attention the real power that belongs to Godôs people.  For 

the church of his day had become abusive, focusing not on the love and grace of God 

but on the punishment that would come to those who were unrepentant, even going so 

far as to sell pieces of paper called ñindulgencesò that were purported to release people 

from pain and punishment after they died.  The great rift that rocked the church in 1517 

is unfortunately still part of the religious scene today.   

 

The intention of Martin Luther, however was never to cause the church to break apart.  

Nor was it for Christians to live at enmity with one another.  What he was determined to 

do was to remind everyone that the only road to forgiveness and love is through the nev-

er ending love of God so clearly demonstrated in the cross and resurrection of Jesus 

Christ.  To know and believe that is to be set free with a liberty we can find nowhere 

else.   

 

Here at Christ Church, as has been the case over the years, we will celebrate the good 

news of that freedom on the last Sunday in October.  The red in our chancel and that we 

wear is not in any way intended be a judgment of others, Christian or not. Instead it is 

an invitation to bear witness to Godôs grace that continues to support and uphold us as 

we share it in word and deed.   

 

I hope that you are present for this special celebration and that it will not simply be an 

occasion to boast about who we are as Lutherans.  Rather may we let it be a time at 

which we hold up our heritage as we welcome all people to join us in praise and thanks-

giving to God.
